“Remember those who are in prison, as though in prison with them.”   Hebrews 13:3 (ESV) 

“My parents divorced when I was a year old. Though my dad was a Christian and tried to keep us eight children 

in church, I let hatred enter my life at a very young age. At twelve I began my life of crime, stealing bicycles, 

etc. By 14 I was on probation and turned 15 in Panola County Jail. I was sent to Brownwood State School for 

Boys in 1975 and then got out in 1977. I continued my life of crime and was sent to TDCJ in 1980 for eight 

years and joined the Texas Mafia gang. I got out and was only out 30 days before doing a robbery and capital 

murder. I was facing the death penalty. 

“But God woke me up at 2:00 am one morning. My cell partner had a King James Bible and I felt led to open it 

randomly. It came open to Isaiah 41:9-10;  

‘Thou whom I have taken from the ends of the earth, and called thee from the chief men thereof, and said unto thee, Thou 

art my servant; I have chosen thee, and not cast thee away. 10 Fear thou not; for I am with thee: be not dismayed; for I am 

thy God: I will strengthen thee; yea, I will help thee; yea, I will uphold thee with the right hand of my righteousness.’

            

“As I read those two verses I began to cry because I knew God was talking to me. I had run to the end of the 

earth, you might say, and was the chief of sinners. But here was God telling me He had not cast me away. I got 

out of bed and gave my life to Christ. I pleaded guilty to my crimes and was sentenced to life plus 50 years in 

prison. I am now an ordained minister and work with prisoners. I am up for parole in two more months. But 

even if I don’t make it, I’ll still keep on keepin’ on!” Wendell
