Graduated Seminary in 2021: “Thank you for your kind, encouraging words. Believers, especially those incarcer-
ated, need and must have encouragement, even more so those actively engaged in daily ministry. | gave my life to
Christ at the age of five in 1977. My mom divorced my dad; however, by the providence of the sovereign Lord, they
remarried 18 months later. During their separation dad gave his life to Christ and he brought Jesus into our family.
But dad had an overbearing, abusive demeanor and that drove me away and | began to rebel and indulge. Even through
the worst of my rebellion and addiction, the Spirit never left me. He refused to let me go, always calling me back to
intimacy, keeping me alive when | should be dead many times over.

“In 2016 I heard about the Field Minister Program (Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary program at
Dominquez — now the Memorial unit). School was intense, one of the hardest endeavors I’ve ever undertaken, espe-
cially in the chaos of prison. But | excelled, graduating in June, 2021, and was assigned to the Ft Stockton unit. | have
been teaching, preaching, counselling, and leading all chapel services. | am daily writing and organizing lectures and
sermons. | am flooded with the Word! So, that is basically my story. We now have tablets and you are able to send
messages/emails.

My judge said
life in prison instead. My life was shattered, along with my family’s lives as well.

Well, as stated above, on 12/31/16 my life sentence changed from a life-taking to a life-giving sentence. | thought |
was going to die in prison. But instead, | have gained eternal life. | have been relentless in my Bible studies and
treatment program. | am a new person and | do not vaguely resemble that person of old, thanks to God. Please let
everyone know that what you all are doing for us forgotten citizens is making a difference. Your courses are my
favorite. The insight that your graders give is greatly appreciated. Long story short: Thank you. Thank you, Thank
you.”
