From the expert… 
 

A new report from Texas Criminal Justice Coali-

tion, an advocacy group between TDCJ and the 

Texas legislature, highlights issues facing incar-

cerated women.   
 

Their findings: a) Women are unsupported by the 

current system; they are continually being re-

victimized by policies and practices that fail to 

account for their needs. b) Of the more than 

12,000 women incarcerated, 64% are for a nonvio-

lent offense; c) 81% are mothers. d) The majority 

of women suffer from a substance abuse disorder. 
 

Their recommendations: a) emphasize gender-

specific programming; b) improve conditions of 

confinement; c) present strategies to increase fam-

ily unity; d) and provide better preparation for the 

release from incarceration.
