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One of Paul’s prayers in Ephesians 1 is that the
church “know what is the hope of His calling.”
The word “hope” in the original language is
very strong and not at all akin to, “I hope so.”
The Lord wants you to be very certain about
His transforming work in you and your future.

That kind of hope is crucial for those incarcer-
ated. They carry the guilt of horrible choices
and destructive behavior. Hope will get them
through government-rendered punishment and
the oppressiveness of the prison atmosphere.
And we deliver that hope through Bible study
and personal notes. Join us in the pursuit of
hope for these forlorn and lost ones.
