For 36
years the Lord of the Harvest has given us open
access to Federal and State prisons and coun-
ty/parish jails. On occasion one of our state co-
ordinators will ask for prayer because a war-
den is resisting and blocking religious materials
from coming into the prison.

Last month three of our students in Houma,
Louisiana told us they will be unable to contin-
ue the studies because the new sheriff and war-
den have stopped all religious materials from
being mailed in. Instead they have “religious
materials” for sale to inmates at commissary.
My reaction:

a) Most inmates have no money to pur-
chase anything;

b) Who decides what religious materials
are to be sold?

c) Isn’t this a violation of postal codes?

d) Isn’t this a violation of religious rights?

I have written Jay Sekulow of the American
Center for Law and Justice and | spoke to a
voluntary chaplain from First Baptist in Hou-
ma. If you have contacts who might help keep
this door open, please let me know. This is a
spiritual battle and your prayers are kindly so-
licited.
